Edwardian era photograph of the grave of my great great grandparents William 

and Elizabeth Griffiths at Kangaroo Flat Cemetery. 

William Griffiths was a miner in the Rhondda Valley who married a servant girl 

named Elizabeth Phillips in 1853 at the Carmel Methodist Chapel in Pontypridd. 

By 1855 they were living at Creswick on the Victorian Goldfields where their first 

son Thomas was born. 

William eventually became a man of property, and this illiterate Welsh miner 

ended his life as a "gentleman", leaving his family in much better material 

circumstances (as evidenced by this grave) than they had been in Wales. 
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
